Rare painting saved 

English Heritage has successfully purchased its sixth major artwork by renowned
Dutch landscape artist Pieter Andreas Rysbrack (c.1685-1748).   The painting,
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entitled A view of Chiswick House from the south-west, was secured through the
generous support of the National Heritage Memorial Fund (NHMF), the London
Historic House Museums Trust, the National Arts Collection, Friends of Chiswick
House, and private individuals.
