In April 1765, he made his debut at Newmarket, where
he won his first race carrying the colours of William Wildman, a Smithfield meat
salesman. This painting may have been commissioned to celebrate this victory; it
is not dated, but must have been painted during 1795, as an engraving after it
was published early the following year...
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
